98 International Stevie Award winners were announced today in categories ranging from Best Multinational Company and Best New Product to Best Corporate Social Responsibility Program and Best Executive.  The 25 countries represented in the winners’ circle include Australia, Belgium, Canada, China, Cyprus, the Czech Republic, Denmark, France, Germany, India, Indonesia, Italy, South Korea, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Singapore, South Africa, Spain, Switzerland, Syria, Thailand, Trinidad and Tobago, Turkey, the United Kingdom, and the United States.

Nicknamed the Stevie from the Greek word “crowned,” the awards will be presented at a gala dinner ceremony on Monday, September 10 at the Munich Marriott Hotel in Munich, Germany.
